Gammon, Egg and Chips  -  £12.95
While visiting York Minster we came across a small tea room with a 
sign outside saying famous York gammon, we tried it and thought it 
was the best ever, here with 2 eggs, chips, mushroom and tomato.

Cottage Pie topped with Cheese  -  
£10.95
My Grannie used to make this every Monday with leftovers.  We 
make it fresh but to her recipe - robust and filling.

100% Beefburger topped with Cheese  
-  £11.95
When I was in the Royal Navy we docked in Puerto Rico.  
Opposite was an American burger joint called Black Angus.  
100% beef and cooked under a char grill - best ever.

Chicken Breast and Bacon in a Stilton 
Sauce with Linguine  -  £11.95
We finished Blackjack in Monte Carlo Casino and stumbled into a 
little Italian just off The Square - the owner suggested this dish - 
an absolute delight.        

Whole Rack of Ribs  -  £14.95
In Estepona, Spain, my favourite Argentine restaurant called The 
House of My Grandmother - rack of ribs cooked in a hole in the 
wall, smothered in BBQ sauce - try ours.
                                                

Lasagne -  £11.95
When at the Straford, Wakefield, met a 4ft, 8in Italian - the dog 
was bigger than him - but he gave a recipe for a Sicilian lasagne 
and have used it ever since.

WINTER MENU

Pork Fillet Medallions with 
Peppercorn Sauce  -  £12.95
Went to a food exhibition in London, Keith Floyd was pan frying 
these with a creamy green peppercorn sauce - a not too heavy 
dish.

10oz Rump Steak Platter 30 day 
matured  -  £15.95
Seasoned and char grilled this cut has a nice flavour and is a 
favourite amongst steak lovers.

Beef Bourguignon  -  £14.95
Tender diced beef slow cooked in red wine with shallots and fresh 
thyme on a bed of creamed potatoes and fresh vegetables.  First 
tasted in Paris and I have been a fan ever since.

Lamb Loin Fillet with a Port and 
Redcurrant Sauce  -  £16.95
This is the finest cut from the lamb, expensive but a fantastic 
dish; pan fried with rosemary until golden brown on the outside 
and pink in the middle.

Steak and Kidney Pudding  -  £11.95

stronger flavour.

Mushroom Strogonoff - £10.95
On a visit to the Ural Mountains, I was invited to lunch by a 
local Siberian farmer.  His wife served up a bowl of this with 
herbs, paprika and mushrooms with rice.

Bacon, Mushroom and Cheddar 
Panini - £8.50
Casino crawling in France, we found ourselves starving in 
the casino in Dinard at 2am.

Simple Cheese and Tomato - £7.50
Somerset farmworkers staple lunch - sometimes you just 
want something simple - fresh tomato and mature Cheddar.

Breaded Scampi - £9.50
At any night club in the 70's this would be the midnight 
snack served with lemon and tartare.

Mozzerella Sticks - £7.50
The sign of the times, never heard of these until the 21st 
century - but they are very popular.

A bar in Breton, France serves these freshly rolled in garlic 
bread crumbs.  Ours are a simpler version with chilli dip.
